Re:  Transportation of tissue samples.  

<My hospital> permits doctors and staff volunteering with the Crudem Foundation to transport human tissue samples, obtained during medical mission work from Hopital Sacre Coeur in Milot, Haiti to our hospital for pathological examination and diagnosis.  The tissued can be obtained from the human body surface or from within the body cavity.  All tissues are to be bathed in formalin solution (see attache[image: image1]d MSDS sheet), which renders the tissue non-infectious.  The formalin containers are to be tightly sealed and labeled with the name of the patient.  The containers are to be accompanied by a pathology requisition form with the corresponding patient’s name and anatomical source of tissue.  Containers with tissue are stable at room temperature but can be chilled.  The specimens are not to be frozen.  The tissue will not be used for biological or pharmaceutical tests.
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
